This year again, the Landesstiftung Baden-Württemberg gGmbH is awarding Baden-Württem​berg Scholarships for International Students spending 1 or 2 study semesters at Aalen University provided the students’ home institutions have arrangements for cooperation with Aalen University. Target group: highly qualified non-German undergraduates, graduates and postgraduates attending one of the prestigious partner universities of Belgrano / Argentina, Nacional Cuyo de Mendoza / Argentina, Sarajevo / Bosnia-Herzegovina, Católica de Valparaiso / Chile, Rouen / France, JNTU / India, Miskolc / Hungary, Gliwice / Poland, Bloemfontein  / South-Africa, Teesside / UK, Northumbria at Newcastle / UK, New England College of Optometry Boston / USA, Pacific Oregon University / USA, Maine / USA, SLU / China, SUT / China and whose institutions award tuition waivers for students coming from the Aalen University within the reciprocal agreement. Scholarship holders must complete research project or part of their home study obligations at Aalen University of Applied Sciences.

	Applications for scholarships are to be submitted to the International Relations Office of your home university. Only applications that contain the following documents will be considered:

Letter of application with information on studies, career to date and which study period is thought at

Copies of certificates, such as, degrees awarded, 
transcript of courses, proof of foreign language skills required for study program; in any case proof of very good English language knowledge

Letter of recommendation by a professor tutoring the student explaining academic performance as well as intercultural and social competence
Applications must be received via the relevant office of your home university; students cannot apply directly to Aalen University and those applications will not be considered !!!
